The kids also made their own filters where they poured in “dirty” water to see how much could be
filtered out to achieve clean water. The day ended with taking the children to see the effluent outfall
where the clean water leaves the plant and returns to the Congaree River. It's not often you can say
you had fun at a poop plant, but our amazing staff was able to achieve that!
